condition in which it was received. Failure to return the uniform, or damage to it, will result in my
being charged $135 to replace the uniform. The uniform is property of the Avon Grove Wildcats.
Uniforms are only to be worn for official Avon Grove Wildcats and Independent Youth Football
League (IYFL) functions and must not ever be worn by or lent to another person, at any time nor
forany reason. In the event that my child quits at any time prior to the end of the season, I am to
return the uniform within three business days to my coach or to a cheer director. Uniforms must
behand washed and never dried in a dryer! If I need help caring for my uniform, I will reach out
tothe cheer director for their delegate. 

Ihave read and understand the Uniform Care Instructions and Game Day Competition
Requirements. 



Uniform Care Instructions and Requirements: 

1. Your uniform is not a costume. Please do not wear it for Halloween or let a sibling, friend, 
dog, etc wear it. 

2. We do not wear uniforms to school. We have spirit wear and t-shirts for school spirit. On 
game days and for competitions, your cheerleader will arrive in full uniform. 

3. Please wash your uniform in the sink with Woolite. Lay it out to dry on a flat surface 
where no dog, cat or child can get to it. 

4. Never, ever put the uniform in the dryer It will ruin it! Please allow at least 24 hours to dry 
your uniform flat. Sometimes putting a fan on it will help. 

5. Be careful when eating! No sticky, greasy, or otherwise messy foods. Snacks like Doritos 
can stain fingers, and thus stain uniforms. Please avoid condiments like ketchup,
mustard, and barbecue sauce. Avoid sodas, juices and colorful sports drinks. Only water
should be imbibed while in uniform. 

6. Avoid applying makeup, painting, markers, slime or doing messy tasks while in uniform.
7. Mild scenes can sometimes be treated with 3% hydrogen peroxide or OxiClean. Be sure 

to rinse the solution out. If it is a bad stain, please see a coach or director. The trick is to
treat it immediately. Please never use chlorine bleach. 

8. Full uniform for Game Day consists of: 
a. bow and hair fully back in a pony no wispy, fly away pieces.
b. Cheer shoes without color inserts.
c. No show white socks.
d. No chewing gum, food or drink (other than water) is allowed at games.
e. All jewelry must be removed.
f. If you weren't born with it, you may not wear it.
g. Please no new piercings. 

Failure to be in proper attire will be treated as an absence at check-in.
